The revised schedule for the postponed examinations will be announced by CBSE at a later 

date. 

4. Review by CBSE 

The Board will review the situation again on 14 March 2026 and take further decisions 

regarding the remaining examinations scheduled from 16 March 2026 onwards. 

5. Further Communication 

Parents and students are advised to regularly check official updates from the school and CBSE 

for the latest information regarding the revised examination schedule. 

6. Support for Students 

The school understands that this situation may cause concern among students and parents. We 

encourage our students to remain calm, continue their preparation, and stay focused on their 

studies. All teachers and the IPC team are available around the clock and can be contacted at 

any time for support, guidance, or assistance should students experience any stress or anxiety 

during this period.
